REGULAR CONTRIBUTORS:  
Regular contributors must commit to writing bi-weekly or 
weekly.
Mamalode requires the following:

• Essays or posts should be loaded into the Mamalode 
content management system by 2:00 pm the
day prior to the post going live.
• If the post isn’t loaded by this time, your post won’t 
run on your scheduled day. We will hold your
piece until the following week.
• Three strikes and you’re out. If you miss your dead-
line (without prior arrangement with our online
editor) three times your regular column slot will be filled 
with another columnist.

Mamalode pays the following:
Unique views are tracked and recorded 30 days after the 
piece goes live. Payments are based on unique
views. Your piece is promoted on the Mamalode Facebook 
page.

• 199 views or less: $0 a post
• 200 views – 499 views: $30 a post
• 500 views – 999 views: $40 a post
• 1000 views and up: $50 a post

FIRST TIME/OCCASIONAL/ONE-TIME CONTRIBUTORS: 
Mamalode.com is always open to contributors. We consider 
individual submissions of any type. Send the complete 
piece rather than a query.
Mamalode requires the following:

• Essays or posts should be submitted into the Ma-
malode submissions platform here:

• In the cover letter, please include a short bio (1-2  
sentences is plenty), blog address (if you have one) and 
children’s first names. We like to list the names of  
contributors’ kiddos on the masthead of our print edition.
• If you want to submit pictures with your piece, please 
insert them into your writing piece or separately into 
Submishmash.

Mamalode pays the following:
Unique views are tracked and recorded 30 days after the 
piece goes live.

• 199 views or less: $0 a post
• 200 views – 499 views: $30 a post
• 500 views – 999 views: $40 a post

for our style. Regular features include:

Because I Said So (150 words or less) — short mini-es-
says from readers on the issue’s theme. 150 words or less. 
We don’t pay, but it’s a great way for us to fall in love with 
your style and voice.

Essays (1000 words) — focused on the issue theme. We 
pay $100.

Daddy-O (1000 words) — A dad gives his take on the 
whole shebang. This is a perspective piece
in essay format. We pay $100.

From the Mouths of Babes (300 words or less) — Kid-
dos tells us “anything they think moms should know.” 
Writers selected for publication will be awarded a $50 gift 
certificate.

Photography/Art Contributions

it to our graphics library. Image documents must be clearly 
labeled with your full name. Please also include contact 
information (phone and email) in your cover letter.

Note: we can use smaller images on the website, but images for print 
publication must be high resolution. If you decide to submit a thumbnail, 
please include the size of the original file.

Compensation for images depends on size and nature of 
relationship. We do not pay for materials already purchased 
by a business for promotion.

For magazine writing and images, we pay on publication. 
Corresponding paperwork must be complete (contract, 
W-9, etc).
